United States Visa Requirements for non-North American visitors: Th e requirements for obtaining visas to 
visit the U.S. have undergone many changes. Residents of many countries not previously needing visas are 
now required to obtain them. 

Beginning January 12, 2009, all nationals and citizens of Visa Waiver Program (VWP) countries will be 
required by law to obtain a travel authorization prior to initiating travel to the United States under the VWP. 
Th is authorization may be obtained online through the Electronic System for Travel Authorization (ESTA™), 
a free Internet application administered by the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) through the U.S. 
government web site: https://esta.cbp.dhs.gov. 

Delays in obtaining some visas may now be two or more months. Th is should be one of the AAGL’s 
most outstanding programs. We strongly urge you to start the visa application process immediately. You 
should contact your local U.S. Consulate or Embassy to learn of the requirements for your country. Further 
information can be found at:  http://travel.state.gov/visa/tempvisitors_types.html  If you require a letter of 
invitation, e-mail your request to: csahagun@aagl.org or fax to: (714) 503-6201 or (714) 503-6202.
